Iraq hasreceived an IDA credit from the
World Bank in the amount of SDR69.1
million (equivalent to about US$100.0
million) toward the cost of the Third
Emergency Education Project (TEEP).
The Ministry of Education intends to
apply part of the proceeds of this credit
to eligible payments under the contract
for which this Request for Expressions
of Interest is issued.

The consultancy aims to build capacity
in Curriculum Development enabling
new capacities. knowledge and skills
and approaches among national curri -
ulum developers for the improvement
of the Iraqi general education curricula.

riculum development process.

3. Development of a National Cu -
riculum Outcomes Framework. The
objective of this phase is to develop a
unified approach to the development
of a National Curriculum Outcomes
Framework and to develop the General
Curriculum Outcomes for the 22 su -
ject areas which currently comprise the
primary and secondary education pr -
gram in Iraq.

4. Standards and Procedures for Cu -
ricullum Authoring. The objective of
this phase is to develop standard. and a
Procedures Manual designed to ensure
quality of all learning resources inclu -
ing textbooks. teacher guides and all
published material used in the teaching
and learning process. Manual users are
expected to include: authorship teams.
supervisory committees. and external
reviewers.
