The Ministry of Municipalities and Public Works, the Repub-
lic of Iraq invites applicants from construction companies
who wish to be prequalified to tender for "The Basrah Water
Supply Improvement Project, Package 2: Rehabilitation of
R-Zero Water Treatment Plant, Construction of Transmis-
sion Reservoir and Water Treatment Plant, and Extension
of Transmission Systems”. The Project will be implemented
under the Loan Agreement No. 1Q-P9 dated June 11, 2008
between the Government of the Republic of Iraq and Japan
International Cooperation Agency (JICA).

The project consists of the rehabilitation of some parts of the
existing R-Zero Water Treatment Plant, the construction of a
100,000 M3 /d water treatment.plant and the construction of
approximately 60.5 km of transmission and distribution pipe-
lines. The pipelines diameters range from 400 mm to 2100
mm and are made of Ductile Iron (D).

The applicants are required:

(1) To be a general civil contractor or a management con-
tractor.

(2) To be in sound financial condition for the last three (3)
consecutive years judged by business experience record.
The applicants that filed a petition under the corporate reor-
ganization act and are pending in decision will be disquali-
fied.

(3) To have a minimum average annual construction turno-
ver of Two Hundred Thirty (230) million US$ calculated as
total certified payments received for contracts in progress or
completed, within the last three (3) years.

(4) To have done at least two (2) contracts within the last

twenty (20) years, that have been successfully and substan-
tially completed and that are similar to the proposed Works.
(5) To have a minimum construction experience, as prime
contractor, management contractor or subcontractor in the
following key activities:

a. Construction, testing and commissioning of at least 100
km of 400 mm diameter and larger Ductile Iron (DI) water
pipelines.

b. Construction, testing and commissioning of at least two
Ground Service Reservoirs each with a capacity not less
than 50,000 m3.

¢. Construction, testing and commissioning of at least two
Pump Stations complete with power supply, emergency pow-
er supply and controls rated not less than 100,000 m3/d.

d. Construction, testing and commissioning of at least two
Water Treatment Plants complete with power supply, emer-
gency power supply and controls rated not less than 100,000
m3/d.

e. Rehabilitation and testing of at least two Water Treatment
Plants each with a capacity not less than 100,000 m3/d.
Note: For "d” and "e” above, the Applicant should show
that the” works included preparation, management and im-
plementation of training programs in safety, operation and
maintenance, warehouse management and administration
for water treatment plants.
